1) Think creatively. The closer your presentation is to a lecture, the less points you will receive. See the example below to get an idea of what “creatively” means. The goal of this exercise is to think about biology in a different way.

2) Even though the presentation is to be creative, you still need to make sure you get the information across. For example, if your topic is the digestive system you need to cover the information involved in understanding the digestive system.  However, you do have a time limit and you need to make sure you choose to include only essential material.

3) Visuals are required. The higher quality they are (time spent on them, not necessarily aesthetic quality), and the more integral they are to the presentation the more points you will get.

4) Creativity is the key, but you need to still make sure the audience understands the concept you are trying to get across.

Brief Example - Your presentation should have more information.

Mike and Joe RBC are trying to get to Club Right Ventricle the kickingest club on the planet.  Unfortunately they are stuck in Club Right Atrium which is kinda dull.  In order to get into Club Right Ventricle they must wait for the bouncer, Tricuspid, to go on break. (Add some witty dialogue, move throughout the circulatory system, etc.)

Other ideas from the syllabus: a Springer-like talk show, fairy tale, Scooby Doo episode, music video, modern dance interpretation, commercial, etc.
